1 INTRODUCTION
In the introduction, you should characterize the objectives, methods used, sources, assumptions, research questions, and other information, which you want to include in your article. 
The article will be written in 2 columns format with a 75 mm column width and 10 mm empty space separating the columns. Article must be written using Times New Roman, single line spacing, 10 pt normal letters. 
The  first line of each paragraph must be shifted 5 mm to the right.
Upper and lower margins must be set to 25 mm, left and right margins to 25 mm. The distance between the header/footer and the page margins must be 12,5 mm. 

The article text - Times New Roman, 10 point normal letters. 

Length of the article should not exceed 6 pages in defined format. 
2 TITLE OF A SECTION 
Equations in the text are also to be written using the equation editor. Equation must be typed in Microsoft Equation, which is an integral  part of Microsoft text editor. They must be numbered. Numbers are to be enclosed in parentheses and aligned to the right margin of a column.
